LESSONS AND LITURGY TODAY

This is the story of humanity throughout time: We realize we can't do it on our own, so we
cry out; and God saves us. St. Paul reminds us of this eternal truth: "Everyone who calls on
the name of the Lord will be saved." God hears our cries and saves us through Jesus Christ,
giving us the gift of heaven. Jesus states how little is our faith. But we don’t need to “whip
up” more faith. Even the little faith we have — faith that calls on, and trusts in, Jesus — is
enough. The invitation to come to Jesus, which Peter asked for and received, reminds us
that prayer is God’s gift to keep our eyes off of “the winds and waves” and on Jesus’ rescue!
