Pastor Jonathan’s Corner for September 19-25

When There Is No “Delete” Button (James 3:1-12)

Every one of us has no doubt fired off an angry letter or e-mail that in retrospect we decided not
to send. Putting pen to paper or fingers to keyboard allowed us to vent. But if patience and
level-headedness led us to think better of pressing “send” in the clear light of day 24-hours later,
we realize that we might have saved ourselves a job or a friendship as a result. There is no
opportunity to hit the “delete” button when words spoken out of anger or pain have been voiced.

The consequences of such “undeleted” words can be devastating. Small wonder, then, that the
author of the Biblical book of James describes the tongue, a symbol for all forms of human
communication (spoken, written, verbal, nonverbal) as out-of-control. “No one can tame the
tongue—a restless evil, full of deadly poison. With it we bless the Lord and Father, and with it we
curse those who are made in the likeness of God. From the same mouth come blessing and
cursing. My brothers and sisters, this ought not to be so.... Show by your good life that your
works are done with gentleness born of wisdom.”



Where have your words caused brokenness and pain for the people in your life? In worship we
sing songs of praise to our Creator and Redeemer... but our words of blessing do not stop there.
The world is accustomed to spontaneous outbursts of unfiltered passion much of which is not
intended to build others up. Followers of Christ are called to a counter-cultural movement.
Though individually they are incapable of the task, the Spirit of Christ works among them to bless
God AND to bless others, too.

Let’s keep our songs of praise lifted up to God today going all week long. Through the saving
work of the Spirit they will, more and more, spill over into words of blessing for those whose lives
we are privileged to touch!

Habitat for Humanity of Wake County, Lutheran Coalition

The Lutheran Coalition brings 11 Wake County churches together to
strengthen relationships while serving families in need of affordable housing.
Join us this fall as we build a home in Apex. The new site has been obtained
and the Lutheran Coalition is partnering to build one of the nine single family
houses on Kissena Lane in Apex.

Program participants complete 200 hours of “sweat equity” (working on-site



either on their house or their neighbor’s house). In addition, they take
financial education courses and purchase their houses by paying an
affordable monthly mortgage. Habitat builds energy efficient houses to
reduce monthly costs to the homeowner.

As a member of the Lutheran Coalition since 2006, RLC has committed to
providing volunteers to help build the house, providing financial assistance for
construction, and prayer for all volunteers including the Habitat family that
will live in the home. As a faith sponsor, the Lutheran Coalition is asked to
provide $65,000, which amounts to approximately $5,900 per congregation.
RLC has met the commitment for the 2021 Build through the Social Ministry
budget and congregation member donations.

What is needed now are fully vaccinated volunteers to help build the house
starting with the Kick-Off Ceremony on Saturday, October 9 and RLC'’s
selected workday on Saturday, November 13. Up to 5 volunteers are needed
for October 9 and up to 15 volunteers on November 13. No experience is
necessary; there will be jobs for everyone with a serving heart. Details
including registration, work hours, transportation, and age requirements will
be provided shortly.
